We are grateful for all of our dedicated partners and the many nonprofits that seek grants to
improve New Mexicans’ environmental, physical and emotional health. We look forward to
seeing Con Alma build on current accomplishments and work toward a healthier and more
equitable New Mexico for all.

COVID-19 Relief

In a year like no other, we witnessed the
strength of New Mexico as individuals and
organizations stepped up to stabilize lives
upended by the COVID-19 pandemic. For us, it
was a time for immediate action without losing

sight of our mission toward health equity.

With $1 million from the Robert Wood Johnson
Foundation, we provided 38 grants totaling over
$780,000 for emergency relief and longer-term
recovery relief. The funding included
crisis intervention and case
